PLEASE FOLLOW THIS
PROCEDURE

¢ Call the coach to set up an appoint-
ment.

¢ Call the main number of the school

and ask for the coaches extension.

¢ If the coach cannot be reached, call
the Campus Athletic Coordinator and
a meeting will be arranged.

¢ Please do not attempt to confront a
coach before, during or after a contest
or practice. These can be emotional
times for both the parent and the
coach. Meetings of this nature usually
do not promote positive resolutions.

THE NEXT STEP

What can a parent do if the meeting with
the coach did not provide a satisfactory
resolution?

¢ Call the Campus Athletic Coordinator
or the Principal to discuss the situa-
tion.

¢ At this point, the appropriate next
step can be determined.
